Rebecca Recounts: What an awful journey it was! After an endless camel trek to reach
a home and husband I had never seen, I finally caught a glimpse of my husband-to-be
"walking in the field toward evening" (24:63). What immediately struck me was how
much older he was than I'd imagined and how bent over, as if he'd been carrying a
heavy load all his life. Out of respect for him, I hurried to dismount from my camel,
but I was sick at heart.

The Rabbis Offer Their Version: Rebecca is so overcome by fatigue, frayed nerves, and
erotic excitement that she falls off her camel. As it is written: "she alighted from her
camel" (23:64). Indeed, the Hebrew word - vatipod - literally means "to fall down."

Rebecca Fires Back: Why don't you try spending a few days riding a camel! Anyway,
once I'd made sure that this stranger was Isaac, I veiled myself.
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Our Mothers Comment: Rebecca acts spontaneously, responding to her own
heart. For although she is otherwise spirited and bold, here she restrains herself
and behaves with modesty, covering herself before her future husband.

But Rebbeca Demures: Just as I asserted my own will in agreeing to this
marriage, so here I asserted myself in meeting Isaac eye-to-eye. That's why
Eliezer identified Isaac as his master, not mine. Because in me, Isaac had more
than met his match.

Sarah the Ancient One (Isaac’s mother) Breaks In: Love did not come easy to
Isaac. When he was a child, his half-brother, Ishmael, hated him for
dispossessing him. Later, his father undermined their relationship when he
almost sacrificed him on Mount Moriah. And I, who had waited ninety barren
years for him, did not - could not - love him enough to stop Avraham from
leading him off to the slaughter. So what could he know of normal love? How
could he trust that his God-intoxicated father would choose a proper wife for
him? It was only after marrying Rebecca and bringing her into my tent that
Isaac discovered that love can heal as well as wound. As it is written: "Isaac
loved her and thus found comfort after his mother's death" (23:67).

What gaps in the story does this midrash fill in? What do we learn about Isaac
and Rebekah? 
Why do you think it’s important for Sarah to share the family history in
explaining Isaac’s love? 
The love between Isaac and Rebekah is described as “spontaneous.” Do you
tend to think that love comes on suddenly or, alternatively, that it develops
slowly over time? 
Does this change when thinking about different types of love? (self-love, familial
love, romantic love, etc.)

ESTHER PEREL (BORN 1958) IS A JEWISH BELGIAN-AMERICAN PSYCHOTHERAPIST, KNOWN FOR
HER WORK ON HUMAN RELATIONSHIPS AND SEXUALITY.

I want to speak to those of you who view commitment as a loss of self.

The idea that we lose ourselves in the presence of our partner is deeply ingrained in the
modern perception of love, particularly in the United States. As almost all of our communal
institutions give way to a heightened sense of individualism, we look more frequently to our
partner to provide the emotional and physical resources that a village or community used to
provide.

Is it any wonder that, tied up in relying on a partner for compassion, reassurance, sexual
excitement, financial partnership, etc. that we end up looking to them for identity or, even
worse, for self-worth? Combine that with the commodification of love, the increasingly
omnipresent “is there somebody better?”, and we have a recipe for decreasing the perceived
“cost” of love. All the while increasing our expectations on our partnerships, and even adding
more to the list, without really understanding what we’re asking.

So, what is the solution? How can we commit to another without losing ourselves in trying to
meet these vast expectations? How can we be in a fulfilling partnership that also helps us grow
as individuals?

Here’s a place to start. We can think more clearly about our expectations from a partner.
Research shows that people who have more social resources, and more people to talk to about
various issues in their lives, do better in marriage. So in what areas do we want to invest with
our partners, and in which areas do we need to invest in ourselves and our personal networks?
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Perel identifies the pressure that modern love places on a partner, do you agree?
What are the potential downsides of placing this type of
expectation/responsibility on a romantic partner?
Do you agree that the role currently fulfilled by partners used to be provided by
a broader community? Are there any examples of this that resonate for you?
How might the meaning and value from other types of relationships be similar
to or different from romantic partnership?

SOURCE 4 — BABYLONIAN TALMUD KETUBOT 62B

Rav Rehumi used to learn in Rava’s yeshiva
[place of study] in the town of Mahoza. He was
accustomed to coming home every Yom Kippur
eve. One day he lost himself in his learning. His
wife was awaiting him: “Now he’s coming, now
he’s coming,” she thought. 
He did not come. She grew weak. 
She let a tear fall from her eye. 
At that moment Rav Rehumi was sitting on the
roof. The roof collapsed underneath him and he
fell to his death.

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If Rav Rehumi achieved any fame, it is thanks to his wife, and if he acquired a
reputation, it is as a tragic hero. His character seems to be a pun on his
unique, extraordinary name: Rehumi in Aramaic means “love” and can be
interpreted as either “loving” or “beloved.” Rehumi’s wife loved him. As
such, it is she who renders his name appropriate for him—she makes him
“beloved.” Though nameless, and though described sparingly, she emerges as
a character thanks to the skill of an anonymous master storyteller. Her great
love enables her to overlook her husband’s failings, though she is not blind to
them…I view him as a man who simply did not know what love is. The only
area in which he was not mediocre was in his loving wife’s estimation. Only
through her eyes was he deserving of his name. She allowed him to trample on
her soul and, through this tragic story, to achieve immortality.
